Notes to equestrian participants: there is an enclosed area for the horse corrals, with trailers parked outside the barbed wire fence. Portable electric corrals are permitted at this site - inside the fence. Day tripping is discouraged due to the logistics at this site. Although formal proof of vaccinations is not required for this site, the veterinarian on call wishes to advise SCA equestrians that West Nile vaccinations are strongly recommended in the area this year. The horse corral and equestrian field area have been occupied by cows/calves. Anyone concerned about the bovine papilloma virus should be cognizant of this fact. Water for horses is available at the entrance to the horse corral area. The gate to this area is 10' high and 13’ wide, the terrain inside is rough in the area designated for horse corrals. There are some lovely trees for shade for the horse corrals. A short trail leads from the horse corral area to the competition field area, and the footing in the equestrian competition arena and warm up space near the arena is quite good for unimproved grass pasture.
There is a reasonable amount of room for camping outside the horse area for those who wish to camp near their warhorses. Please indicate if you will be just parking your truck/trailer in that area or setting up a pavilion.
The site has some trails accessible from the horse camp - these are use at your own risk. Areas subject to SCA insurance and rules requiring the presence of marshals are:
1. the horse corrals and equestrian field - i.e. anything behind the barbed wire fence (everyone entering it needs to sign equestrian waivers)
